	Lesson Preview: 

Inquire:  Cadets review the Student Learning Plan. Cadets complete Exercise #1: True/False on their own and review the correct answer with the class. 

Gather:  Brief Cadets on various topics about determining distance. Cadet teams create Flow Maps showing the steps in determining distance using an assigned method. 

Process:  Cadet teams plan a road trip and create a T-Chart showing cities/towns along the route and distances traveled. Provide maps (or internet access to download/print maps).
Apply:  Distribute hiking and state maps, or allow internet access for Cadets to access maps on their own. Distribute the Determining Distance Performance Assessment Task. Cadets select a hiking destination and create a travel plan.

	Instructor Lesson Plan:

Why is this lesson important?

In previous lessons, you learned that a map is a scaled graphic drawing of a portion of the earth’s surface. The scale on the map allows the user to convert distance on it to distance on the ground. The ability to determine distance on a map, as well as on the earth’s surface, is an important factor in plotting a distant location and determining how to get there. In this learning plan, you will determine direction and distance to selected locations on a map.
Lesson Question 

How do you find the distance between two locations on a map? Do you have to consider curved distance as compared to straight-line distance?

	Phase 1 -- Inquire:

	Lesson Delivery Setup:

	1. Make sure Curriculum Manager is installed and the clicker receiver is plugged in. Distribute clickers to Cadets. 

2. Ensure that Cadets have access to the Student Learning Plan. 

3. Prepare to show all Inquire Phase slides from the Lesson PowerPoint Presentation and start with the Focusing Question.

4. Prepare to display the Learning Objectives.
5. Prepare to distribute Exercise #1: True/False. Curriculum Manager has the Answer Key for this exercise. 

6. Ensure Cadets have their Cadet Notebooks for use throughout this lesson. 

	Student Learning Activity
Teaching Notes
Direct Cadet Focus: Ask Cadets to think about what they know about determining distance on maps. The Inquire Phase of the lesson is to set Cadets up to begin thinking about what they already know about this subject area.

1. THINK ABOUT what you know about different methods for determining distance. PREPARE for this lesson by discussing What you will accomplish in this lesson; What you will learn in this lesson; Why this lesson is important, and When you will have successfully met this lesson’s purpose.
Display the Focusing Question on the PowerPoint Presentation. Allow time for discussion. 

Review the Student Learning Plan. Ask Cadets to find the answers to the following questions on their plans: What will you accomplish in this lesson; What you will learn in this lesson; Why the lesson is important; When will you have successfully met the lesson’s purpose.
Show the learning objectives slide. Remind Cadets that learning objectives tell them ‘what’ they will learn about in this 90-minute lesson.

Explain that key words are vocabulary words. They will appear throughout the lesson. Suggest that Cadets write down on paper or circle any words that they are not familiar with. Remind them that you may be checking their comprehension of the words later in the lesson.

2. On your own, COMPLETE Exercise #1: True/False. REVIEW the correct answers with your class.
Distribute Exercise #1: True/False to Cadets and instruct them to complete it on their own. Review the correct answers with the class using the Exercise #1: True/False Answer Key.
3. REFLECT on how to measure distance in different situations. ANSWER the reflection questions presented by your instructor.
Use these Reflection Questions as tools to focus Cadet discussion, reflection on learning, and note taking as you feel appropriate for your Cadet population. 
· Bob stopped at a gas station to find out how far he was from the nearest city. The owner told him: “It’s 50 miles as the bird flies.” But when Bob got to the nearest city, he traveled 65 miles. Can you explain the difference in distances?

· What methods have you used to measure long distances? 
Conclude this phase of learning by summarizing the purpose of the activity and informing them that they will now learn some new information about measuring distances.

	Phase 2 -- Gather:

	Lesson Delivery Setup:

	1. Prepare to show all Gather Phase slides from the Lesson PowerPoint Presentation.

2. Provide access to a student text: Unit 5: Geography, Map Skills, and Environmental Awareness (hardbound).
3. Be prepared to brief Cadets determining distance using the slides in the presentation.

4. Provide chart paper and markers for partner or team use.

5. Be prepared to launch Reinforcing Questions. 

	Student Learning Activity
Teaching Notes
Direct Cadet Focus:  Ask Cadets to think about different ways of determining distance with a map. 

The Gather Phase introduces Cadets to the learning objectives by providing new information or content through the activities provided. Cadets begin to build on any previous knowledge or experiences.
1. LISTEN to a briefing on measuring straight-line distance, curved-line distance, and pace counting.
Brief Cadets on measuring straight-line distance, curved-line distance, and pace counting. NOTE: A slide shows how to measure straight-line distances.
2. With your team, CREATE a Flow Map for your assigned method of measuring distance. POST your map at the front of the room and BE PREPARED to answer questions about it.
Divide Cadets into five teams and assign one of the following topics:

· Measuring Straight Line Distances

· Measuring Curved Lines

· Calculating Distance That Exceeds the Scale

· Calculating Distance to a Point Off the Map

· Pace Count and Estimation

Distribute chart paper and markers and instruct teams to create a Flow Map for their topic. Teams may use the student text as a reference for their topics.
Direct Cadets to post their maps at the front of the room. Have the class review the teams Flow Maps. Check the maps for accuracy. 
Display the Reinforcing Question(s).
3. REFLECT on the different methods of measuring distance. ANSWER the reflection questions presented by your instructor.
Use these Reflection Questions as tools to focus Cadet discussion, reflection on learning, and note taking as you feel appropriate for your Cadet population. 
· Why is it incorrect to only measure the straight line distance between two locations?

· Can you combine the techniques for measuring straight line and curved distances?

· How will learning how to measure map and ground distance benefit you?
Conclude this phase of learning by summarizing the purpose of the activity(ies) and informing them that they will now ‘do’ something with the new information or skill they were introduced to.

	Self-paced Option:  Instruct self-paced learning Cadets to complete the Gather Phase learning activities for this phase of learning. Modify activities as necessary for your Cadet.

	Phase 3 -- Process:

	Lesson Delivery Setup:

	1. Prepare to show all Process Phase slides from the Lesson PowerPoint Presentation.

2. Provide chart paper and markers for partner or team use.
3. Distribute the Useful Website handout.

4. Provide Cadets with maps appropriate for this activity. You may also allow Cadets to explore maps on the internet (set up computers with access to the internet).
5. Be prepared to launch Reinforcing Questions. 

	Student Learning Activity
Teaching Notes
Direct Cadet Focus:  Ask Cadets to think about calculating the distance for a road trip.

This phase of the lesson allows Cadets to practice using the new skill or knowledge. 

1. With your team, SELECT a travel destination for a road trip. CALCULATE the distance using the methods you learned about. CREATE a T-Chart that lists the cities/towns you will pass through, the distance between towns, and the total number of miles traveled by city/town. CHECK the total mileage from your starting point to your destination. POST your chart at the front of the room for class review.
Divide Cadets into teams and distribute chart paper, maps, and the Useful Website Handout. Instruct teams to select a travel destination and create a T-Chart showing cities/towns along the route, the distances between cities, and total distance after each city. A sample chart is shown in the slide presentation.

Direct Cadets to post their chart at the front of the room for class review. If time allows, have Cadets check their route and distance using an internet travel directions site. Note that website routes may be different from the ones selected by Cadet teams.
Display the Reinforcing Question(s).
2. REFLECT on using maps to estimate travel time. ANSWER the reflection questions presented by your instructor.
Use these Reflection Questions as tools to focus Cadet discussion, reflection on learning, and note taking as you feel appropriate for your Cadet population. 
· What problems can you encounter by solely relying on internet directions?
· Once you’ve determined the distance between two locations, how do you determine how long it will take to travel between the two locations?
· How can this activity improve your map using skills?
Conclude this phase of learning by summarizing the purpose of the activity and informing Cadets that they will now apply the new knowledge or skill through the assignment or activity outlined in the performance assessment task.

	Self-paced Option:  Instruct self-paced learning Cadets to complete the Process Phase learning activities for this phase of learning. Modify activities as necessary for your Cadet.

	Phase 4 -- Apply:

	Lesson Delivery Setup:

	1. Prepare to show all Apply Phase slides from the Lesson PowerPoint Presentation.

2. Distribute the Determining Distance Performance Assessment Task. Preview the performance assessment task to determine what criteria you would like Cadets to use (location, distance, etc) to create a travel plan for a hiking trip. 

3. Provide Cadets with maps that are appropriate for the performance assessment task. You may also instruct Cadets to find maps on the internet. The National Park Service has hiking maps available online for all parks at www.nps.gov .
4. Determine how you will review the key words from this lesson.

5. Prepare to use the Digital Timer application in your Curriculum Manager.

6. Prepare to assign the performance assessment task as homework as time necessitates.
Student Learning Activity
Teaching Notes
Direct Cadet Focus: Ask Cadets to think about planning a hiking trip. 

This phase of learning will help Cadets transfer past knowledge and experience to new knowledge and skills introduced and practiced during this lesson. Prompt Cadets by asking them how this lesson can be used beyond this classroom experience. 
1. COMPLETE the Determining Distance Performance Assessment Task. SUBMIT your completed performance assessment task to your instructor for feedback and a grade.
Distribute the Determining Distance Performance Assessment Task. The performance assessment task may be completed in class or assigned as homework, depending on the available time. 

Refer Cadets to the scoring guide for a list of criteria that should be included in their written summary. This same criteria on the scoring guide can be used as a grading checklist, too. 

Remind Cadets that lesson assessment tasks can be used as evidence of learning and are solid artifacts to add to their Cadet Portfolios. 
2. REVIEW the key words of this lesson.

Key words connect concepts and principles introduced in the text and learning activities. After activities are complete, Cadets should be able to complete a quick check on each word and define it properly. 

Remind Cadets that key words were introduced throughout various learning activities and should not be ‘new’ to them.

Instruct Cadets that you are going to see how well they remember the key word meanings and launch the automated response slides or one of several animated games. 

Remember to use your digital timer in Curriculum Manager to set a reasonable time limit for this activity. 
3. REFLECT on what you have learned in this lesson and how you might use it in the future.
Use these Reflection Questions as tools to focus Cadet discussion, reflection on learning, and note taking as you feel appropriate for your Cadet population.
· What did you learn about planning a trip?
· What can result from poor planning when taking a trip?

· What are some ways in which the information you gained about planning a trip could benefit you?
Can Cadets answer the Lesson Question(s) now: How do you find the distance between two locations on a map? Do you have to consider curved distance as compared to straight-line distance? Explain.
Allow some time for discussion.
