	Lesson Preview: 

Inquire:  Guide Cadets to the learning objectives in their Student Learning Plan to preview the lesson activities. Give a safety briefing about the M-1903 rifle and display the video on drill using the rifle. Use a Brace Map to show the parts of the rifle and how they link together.
Gather:  Assign rifle drill movements to Cadet teams to research. Cadets diagram their drill movement with the rifle using a Flow Map and post their map for use while they explain it to others who visit their station.
Process:  Arrange for senior Cadets to operate the various stations and assist Cadets with the drill movements using the M-1903. Post the Cadet teams’ Flow Maps at stations around the room. Rotate Cadets through stations to learn and practice the different rifle drills. 
Apply:  Copy and distribute Stationary Movements with the M-1903 Rifle Performance Assessment Task and scoring guide to Cadets. Keep Cadet’s Flow Maps posted.

	Instructor Lesson Plan:

Why is this lesson important?

There may be opportunity for drill and ceremonies using the M-1903 rifle. Rifle safety and drill with stationary movements are an important part of this type of drill. This lesson introduces the procedures for executing the manual of arms with the M-1903 rifle. Specifically, it explains the correct response to the following rifle drill commands: order arms and rest; present and port arms; inspection arms; right and left shoulder arms; sling and unsling arms; and stack and take arms.

Lesson Question 

What are the correct procedures for executing the manual of arms with the M-1903 rifles?
What will Cadets accomplish in this lesson?

Lesson Competency

	Phase 1 -- Inquire:

	Lesson Delivery Setup:

	1. Make sure Curriculum Manager is installed and the clicker receiver is plugged in. Distribute clickers to Cadets. 

2. Ensure that Cadets have access to the Student Learning Plan. 

3. Prepare to show all Inquire Phase slides from the Lesson PowerPoint Presentation and start with the Focusing Question.
4. Prepare to use a Brace Map. 
5. Prepare to display the Learning Objectives.
6. Ensure Cadets have their Cadet Notebooks for use throughout this lesson.
7. Prepare to give a safety briefing on M-1903 rifles to Cadets. 
8. Prepare to distribute the M-1903 rifles.

	Student Learning Activity
Teaching Notes
Direct Cadet Focus: Ask Cadets to think about what they know about using rifles in drill. The Inquire Phase of the lesson is to set Cadets up to begin thinking about what they already know about this subject area.

1. THINK ABOUT what you know about using an M-1903 rifle in drill. PREPARE for this lesson by discussing What you will accomplish in this lesson; What you will learn in this lesson; Why this lesson is important, and When you will have successfully met this lesson’s purpose.  
Display the Focusing Question on the PowerPoint Presentation. Allow time for discussion. 

Review the Student Learning Plan. Ask Cadets to find the answers to the following questions on their plans: What will you accomplish in this lesson; What you will learn in this lesson; Why the lesson is important; When will you have successfully met the lesson’s purpose.
Show the learning objectives slide. Remind Cadets that learning objectives tell them ‘what’ they will learn about in this 90-minute lesson.

Explain that key words are vocabulary words. They will appear throughout the lesson. Suggest that Cadets write down on paper or circle any words that they are not familiar with. Remind them that you may be checking their comprehension of the words later in the lesson.

2. VIEW a video clip about rifle drill movements using the M-1903 rifle. PARTICIPATE in a discussion about weapons safety, the parts of an M-1903 rifle, and rifle drill movements.
Distribute M-1903 rifles to Cadets. If necessary, divide the Cadets into teams and have them share rifles.

Display M-1903 Rifle Drill within the lesson presentation. Ask Cadets to observe the skill and confidence of the Cadet in the video.

Give safety briefing to Cadets.

Display the parts of the M-1903 rifle slide in the lesson presentation.

Brief Cadets on the parts of the M-1903 Rifle. A Brace Map could be used here to diagram the makeup of the M-1903 rifle.

Facilitate a brief discussion about how much practice is required to master drill with an M-1903.
Display the Reinforcing Question(s).
3. REFLECT on what you know about weapon safety and the purpose of using a rifle in ceremonies. ANSWER the reflection questions presented by your instructor.
Use these Reflection Questions as tools to focus Cadet discussion, reflection on learning, and note taking as you feel appropriate for your Cadet population. 

· What kind of JROTC events would the M-1903 Rifle be used in?  

· What do you think is required to become proficient in drilling with a rifle?

Conclude this phase of learning by summarizing the purpose of the activity and informing them that they will now learn some new information about the complexity of drill when adding stationary movements with rifles.



	Total Time:  20 minutes

	Self-paced Option: Instruct self-paced learning Cadets to complete the Inquire Phase learning activities for this phase of learning. Modify activities as necessary for your Cadet.

	Phase 2 -- Gather:

	Lesson Delivery Setup:

	1. Prepare to show all Gather Phase slides from the Lesson PowerPoint Presentation.

2. Provide access to a student text: Unit 2: Citizenship in Action and Leadership: Theory and Application (hardbound).

3. Provide chart paper and markers for partner or team use.
4. Prepare to display a Flow Map sample. 
5. Arrange for senior Cadets to demonstrate and assist with the various stationary movements with the M-1903 rifle.

	Student Learning Activity
Teaching Notes
Direct Cadet Focus:  Ask Cadets to think about how teamwork affects drill. 

The Gather Phase introduces Cadets to the learning objectives by providing new information or content through the activities provided. Cadets begin to build on any previous knowledge or experiences.
1. RESEARCH an assigned rifle drill movement. CREATE a Flow Map showing the commands and responses for your assigned topic.
Arrange for senior Cadets to participate in this part of the lesson. 

Assign each team one of the following topics from the student text to jigsaw:

· Order arms and rest; port and present arms; rifle salute

· Inspection arms

· Right shoulder and left shoulder arms

· Sling arms and unsling arms; saluting while at sling arms

· Stack and take arms

Instruct teams to research their topic using the student text and other resources. NOTE:  For large classes, topics may be redistributed to more teams.

Instruct the teams to create a Flow Map showing the commands and responses required for each drill movement.
2. SHARE your Flow Map with the class. DEMONSTRATE the rifle drill movements shown on your Flow Map to the class.
Instruct teams to post the Flow Maps in station areas around the room. 

Guide teams to present their Flow Maps and a demonstration of the assigned rifle drill movements to the class. Use the senior Cadets to help demonstrate and/or lead the small teams through the movements.
3. LEARN from other groups as they present about another rifle drill movement.
Instruct Cadets to take notes or actively follow along with the movements demonstrated by other Cadet teams.

4. REFLECT on the primary functions of drilling with a rifle. ANSWER the reflection questions presented by your instructor.
Use these Reflection Questions as tools to focus Cadet discussion, reflection on learning, and note taking as you feel appropriate for your Cadet population. 

· What are the primary functions of drilling with a rifle?

· What are some advantages of learning how to drill with a rifle?

Conclude this phase of learning by summarizing the purpose of the activity(ies) and informing them that they will now ‘do’ something with the new information or skill they were introduced to.



	Total Time:  25 minutes

	Self-paced Option:  Instruct self-paced learning Cadets to complete the Gather Phase learning activities for this phase of learning. Modify activities as necessary for your Cadet.

	Phase 3 -- Process:

	Lesson Delivery Setup:

	1. Prepare to show all Process Phase slides from the Lesson PowerPoint Presentation.

2. Allow time for teams to continue rotating through stations to practice stationary movements with an M-1903 rifle.

3. If available, request senior Cadets assist with drill practice using stationary movements with the M-1903 rifle.
4. Be prepared to launch Reinforcing Questions. 

	Student Learning Activity
Teaching Notes
Direct Cadet Focus:  Ask Cadets to think about the various stationary movements with an M-1903 rifle.

This phase of the lesson allows Cadets to practice using the new skill or knowledge. 

1. PRACTICE all of the rifle drill movements at a series of stations. USE the posted Flow Maps to help you remember the movements.
Instruct Cadet teams to rotate through each of the stations to practice the rifle drill movements and provide feedback to each other.

Guide senior Cadets to demonstrate the rifle drill movements if necessary and to provide tips to Cadets as they practice the rifle drill movements.

Rotate teams through each of the stations so they can practice all of the steps and movements.

Launch the Reinforcing Question(s).

2. REFLECT on the importance of teamwork in drill with an M-1903 rifle. ANSWER the reflection questions presented by your instructor.
Use these Reflection Questions as tools to focus Cadet discussion, reflection on learning, and note taking as you feel appropriate for your Cadet population. 

· What is your perception of drilling with a rifle now that you have tried it as a squad?

· Why is this type of drill important to your JROTC unit?

Conclude this phase of learning by summarizing the purpose of the activity and informing Cadets that they will now apply the new knowledge or skill through the assignment or activity outlined in the performance assessment task.

	Self-paced Option:  Instruct self-paced learning Cadets to complete the Process Phase learning activities for this phase of learning. Modify activities as necessary for your Cadet.

	Lesson Delivery Setup:

	1. Prepare to show all Apply Phase slides from the Lesson PowerPoint Presentation.

2. Distribute the Stationary Movements with the M-1903 Rifle Performance Assessment Task.

3. Determine how you will review the key words from this lesson.

4. Prepare to use the Digital Timer application in your Curriculum Manager.
5. If available, use senior Cadets to prepare to demonstrate the 15-count manual of arms. 

6. Allow ample time in lab for practice prior to Cadet demonstration of the assessment.
Student Learning Activity
Teaching Notes
Direct Cadet Focus: Ask Cadets to think about the rifle drill movements and safety measures that they learned about and practiced in this lesson. 

This phase of learning will help Cadets transfer past knowledge and experience to new knowledge and skills introduced and practiced during this lesson. Prompt Cadets by asking them how this lesson can be used beyond this classroom experience. 
1. PREPARE to participate in an M-1903 rifle drill.
Inform the senior Cadets that they will give Cadets the rifle drill commands as part of the performance assessment task.
2. COMPLETE the Stationary Movements with the M-1903 Rifle Performance Assessment Task. SUBMIT your completed performance assessment task to your instructor for feedback and a grade.

Distribute the Stationary Movements with M-1903 Rifle Performance Assessment Task to all Cadets. 

Form the class into one large formation.

Inform the class that the 15-count manual of arms contains all of the rifle drill movements learned in this lesson.

Instruct the assigned senior Cadets to demonstrate the 15-count manual of arms.

Instruct a senior Cadet to give the commands for the 15-count manual of arms to the class.

Have the Cadets perform the 15-count manual of arms as many times as needed and as time allows.

Instruct the Cadets to assist each other if needed.

Guide Cadets to use the scoring guide to self-assess their performance.
3. REVIEW the key words of this lesson.

Key words connect concepts and principles introduced in the text and learning activities. After activities are complete, Cadets should be able to complete a quick check on each word and define it properly. 

Remind Cadets that key words were introduced throughout various learning activities and should not be ‘new’ to them.

Instruct Cadets that you are going to see how well they remember the key word meanings and launch  the automated response slides or one of several animated games. 

Remember to use your digital timer in Curriculum Manager to set a reasonable time limit for this activity. 
4. REFLECT on what you have learned in this lesson and how you might use it in the future.
Use these Reflection Questions as tools to focus Cadet discussion, reflection on learning, and note taking as you feel appropriate for your Cadet population.

· What did you learn about being an effective drill member when drilling with a rifle?

· Now that you have started drilling with a rifle, how has your perception of drill changed?

· What do you think is the best way to prepare for drilling with a rifle?
Can Cadets answer the Lesson Question(s) now: What are the correct procedures for executing the manual of arms with the M-1903 rifles?

Allow some time for discussion.


	Total Time:  15 minutes

	Self-paced Option:  Instruct self-paced learning Cadets to complete the Apply Phase learning activities for this phase of learning. Modify activities as necessary for your Cadet.

	Homework:

	Suggest that Cadets practice the stationary movements and commands of drill with the M-1903 rifle.
